Window on the Real Estate Market for the Quebec City CMA: 

Quebec City’s Residential Market Still Strong Despite Signs of a More 

Pronounced Slowdown 
 

Quebec City, August 4, 2022 – The Quebec Professional Association of Real Estate Brokers (QPAREB) has 

just released its residential real estate market statistics for the month of JULY. The most recent market 

statistics for the Quebec City Census Metropolitan Area (CMA) are based on the real estate brokers’ Centris 

provincial database. 

 

“The summer season is usually slower, with less activity. This is not really the case for Quebec City. The 

Quebec City metropolitan area market is one of the few markets in the province and in the country to 

record an increase in sales compared to last year during the same period. However, this activity can be 

explained in part by the absorption of an increased inventory of single-family homes on the market for this 

time of the year and can be compared to June for the first time since 2017,” notes Charles Brant, Director 

of the QPAREB’s Market Analysis Department. “Even if this increase will have to be confirmed in August and 

September before we can talk about it being a trend, it is a precursor to a market slowdown and much 

weaker price growth or their stabilization over the next few months, which is consistent with the context of 

the sharp rise in interest rates that we have been experiencing since the beginning of spring.” 

 

 

July Highlights 
 

• A total of 544 residential transactions were recorded in the Quebec City CMA in July 2022, a 1 per 

cent gain compared to the same period last year. This was the second consecutive month in which 

the region saw a gain in transactional activity, while most of the other CMAs and agglomerations 

in the province experienced a significant slowdown. 

 

• As was the case in June, differences in the evolution of transactional activity were observed among 

the CMA’s sectors in July. The Agglomeration of Quebec City and the Northern Periphery registered 

sales increases of 4 per cent and 12 per cent, respectively (382 and 76 transactions), while the South 

Shore registered a 16 per cent decrease, with 86 transactions. 

 

• After a particularly active June for small income properties, the transactional level for this category 

of property moved closer to the one of the other categories. The number of sales was 45, a 5 per 

cent gain over July 2021. Single-family homes contributed to transaction gains for the period, with 

353 sales, an increase of 7 per cent. Condominiums saw a lower level of activity, with 146 

transactions, a decline of 11 per cent compared to the same period last year. 

 

• Finally following the provincial trend of a gradual increase in listings since May and April, the number 

of available properties in the Quebec City CMA’s market reached 2,553 in July. However, 



 

 

 

 

compared to the same period last year, the number of available properties on the market is down 

by 22 per cent. This is one of the few markets in the province to experience a decrease during the 

month of July on this comparative basis.  

 

• The median price of single-family homes in the CMA held steady at $350,000 in July, representing 

an 11 per cent gain from July 2021, but remaining remarkably stable since spring. The median price 

of condominiums was $235,000 during the month, a gain of 11 per cent and a slight decline from 

June 2022, when it reached $239,950. For small income properties, the median price recorded was 

$383,000 in July, a 16 per cent gain from July 2021, but, again, a slight decline from June 2022
